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1.1 Collate previous seabird tracking data from Ascension and St Helena and create database
uploaded onto the GFW Marine Manager Portal

A formal data sharing agreement has been issued by St Helena Government (SHG) for all
relevant seabird tracking data from St Helena as part of the project (see supporting info). This
includes ~480 GPS trips from 60 individual masked boobies between 2012-2015 and GLS data
from 21 individual masked boobies between 2016-2020. Data is in the process of being
uploaded online to the Birdlife International Tracking Database (Datasets | Seabird Tracking -
Data Portal). Collation of existing Ascension seabird tracking data is ongoing.

1.2 Deploy satellite tags on 35 Ascension Frigatebirds and 35 masked boobies

Match funding through the UK Government’s Blue Belt Programme enabled the purchase of 16
satellite tags. 8 Lotek tags (PinPoint Argos Solar L) have been deployed on 6 juvenile and 2
adult frigatebirds, 4 Telonic TAV-2630 tags onto adult male masked boobies. An additional
order has been placed for 32 Lotek tags for frigatebirds due to arrive at the beginning of
November 2023.

1.3 Download and store data from satellite tags

Satellite data from the initial 8 tag deployments on frigatebirds are still actively logging
locations.

4.3 Publicise project through accessible social media output and public events on Ascension

Two social media (Facebook and Twitter) posts on the project have been published since
project commencement.

2. Give details of any notable problems or unexpected developments/lessons learnt that
the project has encountered over the last 6 months. Explain what impact these could
have on the project and whether the changes will affect the budget and timetable of
project activities.

Two of the initial 8 deployments of Lotek satellite tags on juvenile frigatebirds encountered
minor issues with the attachment method onto the tail feathers. One tag has been re-deployed
back onto an adult frigatebird. Alternative attachment methods to reduce the stress on the
feather shafts and the risk of tag loss have been discussed by project partners for future tag
deployments.

Access to the breeding colony on the Letterbox Nature Reserve has been limited due to severe
damage to the main access track. As a consequence, most masked booby fledglings in the
22/23 breeding season were missed, hence deployment onto adults masked boobies instead of
juveniles. Increased monitoring of the colony closer to the peak breeding season
(December/January) will ensure that enough suitable juveniles will be found for the next
planned batch of deployments.

It has also become apparent that masked booby adults have different moult strategies between
sexes; in August females were still in active tail moult whereas males had completed their tail
moult. Timing of future deployments using tail mounted devices on adult masked boobies will
need to take this into consideration.

Unexpectedly, delivery of the TAV satellite tags from the US were delayed. This was an
identified minor risk in the project outline. However, it is not foreseen that this will be an issue
for future tag orders.
